With the 
exception of one heat spike in late June/early July, temperatures were consistently in 
the zone for optimal vine activity, resulting in notably healthy vines as fruit went through 
veraison and started ripening. Overall, flavors and aromas were quite impressive in 2013 
with deep, intense color for all the bordelaise varietals.
